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Abstract

Waqf or Islamic endowment is one of the vital Islamic economic institutions that sustains Muslim communities in the past. In the recent history, the institution faced some major shocks from the government and administrators of waqf. Administration of waqf therefore has been a challenge for many Muslim countries and communities in the past and present. In fact, in some jurisdictions in the past such as Egypt, Syria, Jordan and Morocco, they abolished family and public waqf because of mismanagement. However, the governments then, instead of correcting the mismanagement equally contributed in displacement of the third sector. Recently there has been advocacy from many quarters to revive the waqf theory and practice. This has already started reaping fruits in some Muslim countries and communities. In Nigeria, there is also increasing awareness on the need to deploy waqf for social services. However, much prospects institutions like waqf have, they can only be realized if there is co-incidence with the culture of giving and sacrifice. The culture of giving and sacrifice or lack of it originates from the socio-economic and cultural conditions of the people. The objective of this study is to investigate the impact of SOZECOM Tree Planting Progamme which aims at establishing School Orchard Waqf in all the 47 Boarding Schools in the State with the main goal of inculcating the spirit of waqf in the current and future generation. The study uses exploratory research design whereby both quantitative and qualitative technique methods are applied.  
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
